(e.g. following text left to right, top to bottom and page following page) (P7)

	Know that their name is made up of letters (P7)

	Recognise or read a growing repertoire of familiar words or symbols, including their own names (P8)

	Recognise at least half the letters of the alphabet by shape, name or sound (P8)

	Associate sounds with patterns in rhymes, with syllables and with words or 
symbols (P8)

	Use phonic knowledge to decode regular words and read them aloud accurately (Y1)

	Read and understand simple sentences (Y1)

	Read aloud accurately books that are consistent with developing phonics knowledge and do not require the use of other strategies to work out words (Y1)

	Re-read books to build up fluency and confidence in word reading (Y1)
